Mattie Sutton updated the Board and handed out the agreement that grants permission for her to clean and restore the Peoria State Hospital Cemeteries.  This agreement needs to be reviewed by the Village Attorney and additional items placed in the agreement.  Donation money received was discussed.  Any money donated will need some type of proof of where it has been spent.  The Village, if they receive the money would need to create a line item to show the money coming in and going out.  Mr. Snodgrass explained to Ms. Sutton the need for her to speak to her counsel on how to handle donation money received for accounting purposes.   She may want to set up a not for profit organization with the State of Illinois.  Ms. Sutton is to meet with the Illinois Historic Society on Friday and will bring additional papers into the Clerk’s office.

Mr. Richard Weiss addressed the Board stating he just needed to keep an open dialog with the Village concerning his attempt to restore the Bowen Building. He would like to attend a Finance and EDC committee meeting in the near future.  Trustee Hoopingarner said he has no problem with a discussion on the building, but asked for any plan Mr. Weiss has or the area and financial backing for the updates.  Mr. Weiss stated once the building is abated the Bowen Building would pay for itself.  Mr. Streeter stated the Board would need property rehabilitation agreement with the landowner.  The village attorney and village engineer are asked to attend this meeting.  Trustee Hart set a committee meeting for January 9, 2012 at 5:00 pm.

Mr. John Hawksworth, Public Works Superintendent reviewed his monthly report.  He stated the employees are ready for the snow and reminded all residents the Snow Ban will be enforced. 

Police Chief Brian Fengel introduced Mr. Rene Sandoval, Meg Director for this area.  He has severed previously for the Illinois State Police in the Quad Cities.  He praised this area taking
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part of the multi jurisdiction stating this pulls in additional manpower and resources.  The response time is also much faster.   He also complimented the village on being pro-active and passing the ordinance banning Synthetic Alternative Drugs in the Village.   He is also available to civic organizations and schools to give talks and presentation concerning drugs. 
Chief Fengel reviewed the police department monthly report and repeated the Snow Ban will be enforced for the safety of the residents and the employees clearing the streets. The ban goes into effect when there is three (3) inches of snow and gives residents five (5) hours warning to remove all vehicles from the street.  

Fire Chief Mike Cheatham reviewed the fire department monthly report.  There were nine (9) fire calls and forty (40) rescue calls for the month of November for a total of forty nine (49) calls.  He also stated the fire department will have personnel standing by the fire station when the weather becomes a snow storm so personnel can respond to rescue/fire calls.
