Sally Hanley, Economic Development Council addressed the Board of Trustees concerning the Enterprise Zone Intergovernmental Amended Agreement and Ordinance #1634, an ordinance to amend the Enterprise Zone.  All Board members received copies of the agreement and the ordinance by e-mail.
Sally and Village Attorney Bill Streeter explained to the Board the Ordinance they will be asked to pass has slight changes to the language.  The changes were made just hours prior to the Board meeting so the changes did not appear on their e-mail. The 7th paragraph which deals with the population of the Villages has the word, the Cities, removed and a paragraph which states WHEREAS, the unemployment rates of the Cities have increased significantly as a reaction to the depressed economic conditions in the Cities and the surrounding area; and has been added.   Sally also explained the background of the Enterprise Zone to the Board and the reasons for adding the City of Elmwood and the City of West Peoria.   Village Attorney Bill Streeter stated that by passage of the Ordinance will also approve the Amended Enterprise Zone Intergovernmental Agreement.   

Trustees Ricca and Hoopingarner moved to approve Ordinance #1634, an Ordinance to Amend the Enterprise Zone within the Village of Bartonville, The Village of Bellevue, and the Adjacent Unincorporated Area of Peoria County.

Andrew Honegger, 6107 S. Washington St. addressed the Board concerning re-applying for the Flex Grant that was purposed by the EDC, Jim Cummings, on June 8, 2009.  Mr. Honegger, owner of Neon Creations was told this needed to be discussed in Committee and he would be notified by the Mayor when this would take place.   This would need Board approval and paper work done prior to the application submitted. 

Mr. Tom Houzenga, Parks and Recreation Committee Chairperson addressed the Board and thanked all volunteers and businesses that supported the Annual Village of Bartonville Winter Party in December.
The attendance was very good and everyone had a great time.  This is free to all residents.  Mr. Houzenga also has agenda items for the February Board of Trustees meeting.   
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Public Works Supervisor, John Hawksworth reviewed the monthly Public Works report.  Most hours have been worked plowing and salting streets, and vehicles and equipment maintenance.   Hawksworth and the Public Works employees were complimented on the great job of keeping the village roadways free of ice and snow.    Supervisor Hawksworth also stated how important it is to keep vehicles off the street during the Parking Ban.   This not only helps in keeping the roadway clear, but is also a safety factor for the snowplow drivers.   

Police Chief, Brian Fengel reviewed the police department monthly report.   This report includes all the  yearend stats for incidents, ordinance violations, and auxiliary stats.

Trustee Helms pulled item #1 from his report. 

Trustee Ricca asked if the Mayor would allow the members of the audience to speak since they were present and had questions and opinions concerning the discussion on any reimbursements from the TIF 					
District.  Mayor Wolfe welcomed any discussion.  Allan Gresham, Superintendent of LCHS addressed the Board by explaining his position concerning TIF Funds.  He stated the schools have supported the district for many years and understood that the build out of the TIF was nearing completion.  To stretch out money spent beyond the district should not happen, but any money left should go to all taxing districts. 
He asked that all taxing districts be kept informed of money spent from the TIF District.  
Trustee Helms said the reason was due to the feeder roads named in the TIF Plan and Police Chief Brian Fengel stated he has documentation of the hours the police department patrols in the TIF area.  

Trustee Ricca said this has become an issue because of the discussion of general fund money spent on the Lafayette Project and the request to reimburse the general fund from the TIF Fund for dollars spent. 

Trustee Helms stated Lafayette is named in the original  document, however Trustee Ricca still question’s which Lafayette, North or South, this refers too.   

Mayor Wolfe asked for a Finance and Public Works Committee meeting and asked that all taxing districts be notified of this meeting.   Trustees Ricca and Flier set a joint committee meeting for Tuesday, January 18, 2011.  Clerk’s office will notify the taxing districts located in the TIF of this committee meeting.
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Mayor Wolfe recessed to Closed Session at 6:36 pm.

Discussion continued concerning the TIF issue and reimbursement from the TIF Fund for Lafayette Ave Improvements.  Trustee Helms stated this would be bought to the floor for the next Board of Trustees meeting.   Trustee Flier asked what ramification the Village would see from Springfield if this was to pass.  Village Attorney Bill Streeter said taxing bodies could file a law suit.  Clerk to pull the original TIF District Plan.
