Public Works Superintendent, John Hawksworth reviewed his monthly report.  Their work in Broadmore Heights is nearly completed and ready for the contractor.  Trustee Ricca questioned the speed limit on Pfeiffer Road between Ricketts and Airport Road and ask the police chief to monitor this prior to school starting and then again after the schools open for the year.  Regulation committee will then look into the posted speed limit after Chief Fengel has a report for them.  

Police Chief Brian Fengel reviewed the police department monthly report.   His report contained information concerning the Nigerian Scams.  This scam asked for help, either by mail or email, to help move large amounts of money from one account to another in different countries.   Large rewards are offered for helping.  He advises all not to give out any personal information over the phone or by email.   Chief Fengel also informed the Board of a new law concerning Construction Work Zone speed limits.  This is now enforced at all times even if workers are not present and also enforced during night time hours and weekends.  He also informed the Board the new security cameras located at Alpha Park are up and running.  One arrest has already been made.  Two security cameras have been placed in the park with one that has the capability of a 360 degree turn. 

Fire Chief Mike Cheatham reviewed the Fire Department monthly report.  There were eleven (11) fire calls and thirty-one (31) rescue calls for a total of forty-two (42) calls for the month of June.  He thanked all residents and volunteers for attending the Fish Fry.  The Fish Fry went very well this year with good weather and attendance.  
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Attorney Bill Streeter asked for approval of Closed Session.
