Sally Hanley addressed the Board and presented Ordinance # 1636.  This ordinance amends the previous ordinance (#1634) concerning the legal description.  The connector route has been change and is now routed from Cameron Ln. to Smithville Rd. to Grand Chapel Rd.

Mr. Dennis Pirkel, PO. 108 Garfield, Bartonville, representing the 724th Transportation Unit, Quiet Pride MC, based out of Bartonville, addressed the Board concerning the location of the Memorial that the following Soldiers are to be recognized and remembered for their sacrifice for freedom.  They are: Sgt. Elmer Kruse, Spc. Gregory Goodrich and Pfc. Keith “Matt” Maupin.  This memorial will be permanently placed in Alpha Park between the shelters, approximately 125 ft from the blacktop.
The group has addressed the Board for permission to construct a concrete sidewalk leading to the memorial.  They have a group of volunteers to do all work including the donation of the concrete.  There is no cost to the village, but the village will see that the electrical needed to light the flag pole is done.  John Hawksworth will be contacted when this phase of work is ready to begin. All the work will need completed before April 9th 2011- that is the date of the formal dedication of 
the memorial.   This event is free and open to the public.   Board agreed to all plans for the memorial and will look into adding more sidewalks leading to the playground area. 
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						Reports
Public works Supervisor, John Hawksworth reviewed his monthly report.  322 hours were spent on snow removal the last month.  Employees worked 32 hrs straight during the last snow storm. 
Paper work for FEMA is in the process and hopefully the Village will see some reimbursement from FEMA.    Board commented on the excellent job by the Village and the Limestone Township Road crew during the storm.   Supervisor Hawksworth again reminded the residents that it is illegal for residents to blow snow back into the street and for private companies to plow into the street.  The Village does have an Ordinance stating this is illegal and also carries a $150.00 fine.  The police will ticket anyone for doing this.  Comments were made by Mr. Hawksworth and the Board concerning plowing of sidewalks in the school zones.  This is a problem for the Village because of other sidewalks in the area that residents would also like to have plowed.   There is also a problem with the size of equipment used on sidewalks.   Comments were made that not very often do we have a 15” snow fall in 24 hrs. and this is what created the problem.  

Police Chief, Brian Fengel reviewed the police department monthly report.  Chief Fengel also reiterated the importance of all residents to abide by the Snow Ban Ordinance.   This helps with the removal of the snow so that the roads are passable and is also a big safety factor for the snow plow drivers.   Chief has also applied for an ILEA grant for a finger print scanner, no match for the Village.   
Fire Chief, Mike Cheatham reviewed the fire departments monthly report.   There were six (6) 
fire calls and thirty-six (36) rescue calls for a total of forty-two (42) calls the month of January.  Chief Cheatham also presented a list of new Fire Department Officers for 2011.  The list will be approved by the Board of Trustees at the March Board meeting.   The fire department had firefighters staying at the Fire Station # 2 during the snow storm for any emergencies that would arise.   Chief Fengel and Cheatham thanked “Doc” and Darrin Yeley for donating their snowmobiles to help with any transporting emergencies that could have come up during the storm.

Mayor Wolfe asked for approval of the appointment of Cindi Stafford to serve as Liquor Commissioner.
Trustees Hoopingarner and Flier moved to approve Cindi Stafford as Village of Bartonville Liquor Commissioner.  
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Discussion followed with Trustee Helms saying he has had many calls on this and is asking if this is completely legal and /or ethical for the Village to make this appointment. Village Attorney 
Ken Snodgrass stated the Mayor, by virtue of the state status has the right to make such appointment.  Trustee Helms said what he was referring to is the reason of this appointment.   He has had calls and stated everyone knows the Mayor will soon be working at the establishment.  He also questioned the use of the Village attorney for investigating the legality of this issue. Attorney Snodgrass stated the status is must broader than that and as long as the Village follows the status it is legal, and the Village has done that.  Trustee Ricca added he was not questioning the chosen appointment of Cindi Stafford, felt she would deal with any problems fairly and effectively, but did feel this maybe should be someone who is a policy maker for the Village.   Mayor stated that at some time in the future the Village may what to create a committee in place of the Liquor commissioner.   Ricca felt keeping the Liquor Commissioner is better due to handling problems is a just and swift action.  There are appeals and appeal courts for establishments to go to after any action by the Liquor Commissioner.   Trustee Flier asked about the next section of the Liquor Ordinance in regards if this is legal for the Mayor or anyone who serves on the Board to serve in this position, referring to working in an establishment that serves alcohol.  Attorney Bill Streeter informed the Board the state status has been change, actually for Pekin, Illinois back in 1983.   Legislation removed the wording indirectly and left directly in the law.  This was for employee benefit.  If mayor owned, was an officer, or a director in the establishment, then she would have a direct interest in the establishment.  She will be only an employee based on what the attorneys’ have found in the state law.  Trustee Flier said that in this day, the ordinance is out dated, it’s a job and only a job.
