Mayor Wolfe introduced and welcomed Boy Scout Troop #200.   Nate Ford spoke for the members present stating they are working toward their Communication Merit Badge and one of the requirements is to attend a local government board meeting.  Scouts attending were Sam Krumpe, Austin Barton, Bryon Simmons, Nate Ford, and Noah Surratt.

Mr. Joe Menefee addressed the Board requesting the use of space near the shelters in the spring for Rugby practice. This is where JFL practice in the fall, but they would not interfere with the JFL schedule.  The team consists of students from LCHS, Notre Dame, Dunlap, and Richwoods.  They hope to pickup players from other surrounding schools such as Illini Bluffs to participate.  Mr. Menefee said this area would provide a good practice area for them and the goal posts are already in place.  He is also the coach for the team.  Practice runs from March until May, from 4:30 pm until 6-7:00 pm, or until dark.  He has 7 years experience coaching with this organization.  He would also give the Village a Certificate of Insurance which is though USA Rugby Association. Police Chief Brian Fengel reviewed the Police Department monthly report.   On December 14, 2011 the Bartonville Police Department participated in the annual Shop with a Cop Program along with the  Bartonville Lions Club.   He welcomed 2 new officers to the police force, Mr. Brian Clark and Mr. Jason Howard.  This was a lateral transfer for both officers.  Chief Fengel also reported they have made one arrest for the recent burglaries in this area and are looking for two additional suspects.
   			
Fire Chief Mike Cheatham reviewed the monthly report for the fire department.  There were nine (9) fire calls and fifty-six (56) rescue calls for a total of sixty-five (65) call for the month of December.  The year-end total for rescue calls were 448 and fire calls were 85 for a total of 533 calls to the fire department.  He thanked the department personnel that came out on Christmas 
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Eve and on Christmas for house fires.  He stressed the need to check all chimneys’ for debris before building a fire.
