Department Reports:
Public Works Superintendent, John Hawksworth reviewed his monthly report with the board.   Most of the hours worked were in the Broadmore Heights area getting the area ready for the second phase of road work.  They have almost finished with this work and the final phase will start.  The Superintendent was asked to look into the corner of Sandron and Ricketts Ave.  Visual problem for traffic may be occurring and complaints to trustees have been recorded.  

Police Chief, Brian Fengel reviewed the Police Department monthly report.  Chief Fengel introduced Ashley Campbell in his report to the Board.  Ms. Campbell is the newest Police Dispatcher and will soon be finishing her training.  She has a degree in Office Management and is looking forward to beginning her career with the Police Department.
Chief Fengel’s report also including tips for identifying Child Identity Theft.  He is telling parents to watch for pre-approve credit card coming in the mail, check their credit report, and monitor their online behavior.   Blackboard Connect Community Notification Program has been sent out to residents concerning recent burglaries in Bartonville and Peoria County.  Any resident seeing suspicious persons in their neighborhood should call the Bartonville Police Department, 697-2323, and report such incidents.  Chief Fengel also reported the property located at 204 Treasure St., Buena Vista Street and 111 Hill Street has all been demolished.  Hill Street owner complied and demolished the property themselves.   
Fire Chief, Mike Cheatham reviewed the Fire Department’s monthly report.  Fire Department had seven (7) fire calls and thirty-five (35) rescue calls for a total of forty-two (42) call for the month of May.  Summer of Safety was held at Alpha Park and again was well attended.  He also informed the Board that Cody Cheatham, as an Eagle Scout Project has refurbished the gear racks at the Fire Station for the Department.  Chief Cheatham explained the new system for the 911 Centers across the County.  A new company has taken over the system and a project manager has been hired to oversee the infrastructure completion.   The 911 Board has paid for all cost.  The Federal Government has mandated by 2013 a change in the radios and all fire department in Peoria County have worked together for a grant.   Mayor stated she would be available to help with these grants by working with our representative, Aaron Schock in the Federal Government.

Clerk Stafford asked for approval of Resolution #537, a Resolution Establishing a Policy Regarding the Use of Village Credit Cards.

Trustees Ricca and Flier moved to approve Resolution #537, a Resolution Establishing a Policy Regarding the Use of Village Credit Cards.

Trustee Hoopingarner began discussion to give all department heads credit cards. He and Trustee Betson  have talked this over, thought this should go to committee, and spoke to the fire chief concerning this issue and then stated it is a hassle when someone is out and sees something they need and then they need to come back to the Village Hall to get the credit card.   
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He feels it would be much easier to give a credit card to each department head.   Trustee Ricca said he disagreed, and didn’t want three or four village credit cards out there floating around in public. The policy states they have 48 business hours to return the card with the bill.  He understood they are volunteers, but the policy allows time to return the card with the billing and the village needs a policy.   No village or city that has had a problem in the past ever thought they would have a problem.  He feels this is good monitoring and a good policy.  Mayor has spoken to other communities on this subject and they also have a policy concerning credit cards.   Those she has spoken to, have all department heads come into the office to pickup the card and then return it with the billing.  Trustee Hoopingarner asked if they also had a time limit, Mayor Wolfe stated yes it was also 48 hours.   Mayor Wolfe asked Clerk Stafford to explain the policy and reason for the need.  Stafford reminded the Board that this had come before the Committee in March.  Committee minutes were checked and at that time the hours needed changed to 48. The committee was also going to check with the Fire Chief on the time limit. The Clerk and Deputy Clerk researched other community’s credit card policies and added language to include phone charges and online purchases.  Clerk Stafford did speak with the fire chief concerning the 48 hours and at that time he did agree that was more reasonable than the 24 hours first presented.  She addressed Trustee Hoopingarner statement that if a volunteer saw something when they were out, it was a hassle to come back to the Village Hall and sign out the card; however if the Chief or another officer had the credit card they would still need to track them down to retrieve the card.   A problem has occurred in the past when the Clerk’s office  does not have receipts for purchases made.  The office then spends time in tracking down who made what purchase and getting the receipt for the purchase.    Sometimes the Clerk’s office will receive calls from the credit card company on odd or larger than normal purchases.  The office does track and check online daily the credit card purchases made.  This is for the protection of the Village.  Another problem is those that continue to pay sales tax on purchases.  The Village does not pay sales tax, and that again requires phone calls and time on the phone to explain that this is a municipality and we do not pay sales tax.  All credit cards are in a sleeve and the Tax Exemption paper is also in with each card.   The fire chief, Mike Cheatham stated he always turns in a PO with his bills, which he does do.  He also stated numerous people in his department  are involved in this and it would be easier having their own card.  The Clerk stated that she could not be responsible for credit cards and purchases made without turning in a receipt and a policy in place and the bookkeeper would not be responsible either.   This is unfair to ask them to do this.   No where in the policy before them does it state who should receive credit cards; only how the cards are to be used and the time limit on when they need to be returned with receipts.    Trustees Hoopingarner said the policy doesn’t state who should have credit cards, so in committee, the committee could decide who should get a credit card.   Mayor Wolfe stated she did not want a credit card and Chief Fengel and Superintendent Hawksworth did not want their own credit cards.  
Mayor Wolfe then called for roll call.
