Public Works Superintendent, John Hawksworth was not present, however the Board received copies of the Public Works monthly report.  Mayor Wolfe commented on the work the public works employees have been doing and the great job they have done on the streets in the area.  She also stated to the residents in the area the gravel now on the streets will pretty much be gone in two weeks and the streets should look similar to Ricketts Ave.  Trustee Flier said the seal coating is the best the County has ever done in this area.  

Police Chief Brian Fengel reviewed his monthly report.  He reminder the residents as safety measures all should lock homes, garage, and shed if gone for only a few minutes.  Roll up car windows, lock all doors and report any suspicious people or vehicles to the police department immediately.
