Trustee Flier thanked Bartonville Grade School in the recent construction of the berm on the school property.    Mr. Hawksworth announced the Annual Fall Cleanup Day Saturday, October 15, 8 am -1pm located at Alpha Park.

Police Chief Brian Fengel reviewed the department’s monthly report.  He commented on the JFL’s Haunted Infirmary and the great response the organization is receiving from the community.  They have done a great job in getting everything ready.  He also said the Live Scan Fingerprint is ready for testing next week by the State.  The military has donated a 1998 Hummer to the department.  They still hold ownership of the vehicle, but the vehicle has been awarded to the Village.  The Village has insurance coverage for this vehicle.   He reminded all residents of Halloween, please drive carefully, and safety information for all tick-or-treating.  

Fire Chief, Mike Cheatham presented the monthly report for August and September.  August had seven (7) fire calls and thirty five (35) rescue calls for a total of forty-two (42) calls.  September had four (4) fire calls and thirty-seven (37) rescue calls for a total of forty-one (41) calls.  Chief Cheatham introduced Mr. Drew Zachman.
