2012 brings changes to Peoria County Recycling Drop-off locations. The Bartonville and both Peoria locations will now have co-mingled recycling. All recyclables (mixed paper, plastics 1-5&7, glass, steel, tin, aluminum) will be deposited into the same bin. Newspaper will be the only thing not included with the co-mingled recyclables, and will have a separate bin.
