SPECIAL BOARD OF TRUSTEE MEETING
Village of Bartonville
May 3, 2011 6:00 pm

Mayor Wolfe called the Special Board of Trustees Meeting to order at 6:00 pm with roll call.

Trustees Present:  Trustees Betson, Hoopingarner, Flier, Helms and Ricca
Trustees Absent:   Trustee Hart	Quorum Present

Mayor Wolfe opened the discussion with the items listed on the agenda with the Trustees.

Trustee Betson had nothing at this time.

Trustee Hoopingarner had one item concerning communication problems between elected officials.  He felt the Mayor has not communicated with him since last October.  He wanted to get the problem on the table now, work thru this problem and then move forward.   Trustee Hoopingarner asked if anyone or the Mayor had any comments.  Mayor then stated everyone would have a chance to speak in their portion of the meeting.  As Mayor, she would then respond at that time.    Trustees Flier and Trustee Ricca asked Trustee Hoopingarner for specific problems or was this between him the Mayor only.  Hoopingarner felt this started when the problems with the fire department came to light.   Mayor was given false information concerning those issues and communication has been an ongoing problem.  He and Trustee Flier have been working with the Fire Department officers, and the root of the problem is no longer there.  Things are now going more smoothly for the department.  Trustee Hoopingarner had nothing more to add.   Trustee Ricca suggested if he has a problem with the Mayor it would be better to sit with her in her office and discuss the problem. If there is nothing else then this did not warrant a Special Board Meeting.

Trustee Hart entered the Board room at 6:09 pm.

Trustee Helms responded to his items on the agenda.   It has been bought to his attention the Public Works Department is washing the Mayor’s vehicle during working hours.  He previously spoke twice to the Mayor on this issue.   He also spoke to the Public Works Supervisor and discussed a scheduling problem for other work the department handles for the village.   He said this was brought to his attention by a citizen of the village.   He did not feel it was right or fair to have the department wash her vehicle when there is other work to be done.  Trustee Flier asked for number of times this may or may not have taken place.  Trustee Ricca asked for the number of times he knew for sure that this had taken place, and Helms stated three (3) times.   John Hawksworth, Public Works Superintendent, stated he asked the Mayor if the vehicle had been used for village business. The answer was yes, so he saw no problem washing the car.   He also responded to the problem with scheduling repairs for the fire department.  He had never told them it would be a two to three months scheduling period, but did state an all day service may take longer to schedule.   Hoopingarner would like to see the Public Works department service the Fire vehicles instead of sending them out to be serviced.   Trustee Ricca commented that the past two (2) administrations had an Administration vehicle at their disposal and both used the vehicle.   The Village always paid for the fuel, insurance, and all upkeep on this car, however the vehicle has been sold.  He has suggested to the Mayor that she use the Village credit card and take her personal car to the car wash which is a legal expenditure.  
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Next item: Trustee Helms had concerns about the new business in the Bartonville Industrial Park.  Mayor asked that he follow the agenda before him, as this is the published and correct agenda.  
Trustee Helms then started the discussion on the performance of the Mayor, and her use of the village credit card for lunches.   Mayor stated the lunches were due to Village business with people associated with the village and other mayors.  This is common practice for any Mayor. Trustee Ricca said at first glance it seemed excessive but then realized the paper work supplied by Trustee Helms is dated back to May of 2009.  Total cost was about $750.00 and these are expected expenditures.  He also said this is a very necessary part of severing as Mayor.  Trustee Hart said one of the meal charged was with the Mayor, herself, and Trustee Helms.   

Next item: The new business in the Bartonville Industrial Park.  The Mayor and Trustee Ricca explained this information was discussed at an EDC committee meeting.   All Trustees received minutes of the committee meeting and more detailed information of the business supplied by the Mayor was placed in their mail boxes if they were not in attendance.   Trustee Ricca asked to attend with the Attorney an onsite meeting with the new business owner at the EDC committee meeting.   Many businesses will meet with the village (Mayor) prior to locating in the Village.   Mayor stated that everyone had copies of the business inquiring about relocating in the Industrial Park.   Zoning was an issue.  Mr. Streeter was working on this matter and meeting with the business owner and Trustee Ricca.   All this was discussed at the committee meeting. 

Trustees Helms questioned if the appointment of Liquor Commissioner, Cindi Stafford, was done properly due to the Mayor not resigning immediately prior to the appointment.   Attorney Bill Streeter said once the Board voted on the appointment, the change was made and a unanimous vote was taken.  Mayor spoke on the issue of the 801 Club.   She called each Trustee individually and asked for their opinion on her new appointment.   All agreed at that time.  She also said that where she works is no one’s business but hers.  The Attorney stated this issue has been discussed, the State’s Attorney has issued his findings, and everything has been done legally.   Trustee Hoopingarner discussed the expired State of Illinois liquor license.  He was told by the Mayor, the Police Chief and the Liquor Commissioner the Village of Bartonville does not have any jurisdiction on anything concerning the State of Illinois.   

Trustee Ricca had nothing.

Trustee Hart had nothing.

Mayor items were next on the agenda.  
Mayor said she owed Fire Chief Mike Cheatham an apology due to some Trustees coming to her with complaints.  She discussed conduct and professionalism of certain trustees.   Mayor explained she has turned in gas mileage to the Village only 4 times; conference attendance in Chicago, Mayors meeting in Washington, and two additional mayors meetings. 
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Visitors:

Mr. Curtis Burress, 4432 Lauder Ave, Bartonville, commented the Mayor has done a great job and has helped the residents of Broadmore Heights and supports the Mayor and everything she has done.

Mr. Mat Lambie, 215 Franklin Ave, Bartonville, described his issues concerning the fire department and whom he had spoken too.   

Rose Pomeroy, 122 Waiver, W. Peoria, but owns many pieces of property in Bartonville.
Appreciates the cooperation from some of the trustees, however there are some real issues in the community that need to be addressed, not petty issues expressed here tonight. 

Charlie Schneider, 6306 Adams St.  Mayor was a huge help in with establishment of Beer Gardens after the no smoking ban came to be.   Mayor has also been a supporter of the charity, Bikers for TATAS.

Tim Maloney, 813 W. Garfield, expressed unnecessary hardship on the 801 Club due to all the bad publicity and felt this meeting was unnecessary.

Ida Pico, 2803 Granville, Stated the Mayor has worked tirelessly for the betterment of Broadmore Heights, and this has been a great benefit to the residents.

Tom Schepke, 4606 Ducharme Building coordinator told the Board the people he works with appreciates the Mayor coming in to speak with the group on Tuesdays and Thursdays mornings when they are all present.  They know they can call on her if any problems arise.  

Linda Pitzer, 698 Hatterman, has concerns with the Journal Star, image of Bartonville, and why this had to come this far. 

Mr. Steve Flowers, Mayor of North Pekin was introduced.  He hopes the Village can work all the problems out among themselves as other boards have had to do in the past.  

Trustee Flier and Ricca moved to adjourn the Special Board Meeting.
