Mr. Houzenga will meet with the representative of the 724th Transportation Unit concerning the placement of the monument for the fallen soldiers from this unit.  The lights on both Ball 
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Diamonds are due for a full inspection prior to the ball season starting.  John Hawksworth will contact Laser Electric and make necessary arrangements.   Mr. Houzenga asked if it is possible for the Village to install security cameras in the park.  

Mr. Jason Tindall, 5412 Juliette Dr. addressed the board concerning questions on proper zoning of Tin Cabs, Inc.  Board members received copies of the report describing the business and if a Home Occupation Permit is needed.   Board members felt the homeowner is legal as is, and Police Chief will speak with the ordinance officer.   

Shannon Duling, Bartonville Grade School Superintendent, addressed the Board asking how the Pfeiffer Rd. improvements funding were being paid.  He has concerns with the TIF money being spent and agrees with the taxing districts that have expressed opposition of the naming of various streets as feeder roads.  Trustee Ricca stated their concern was Lafayette Rd. and the Pfeiffer Rd	 
project is in the TIF District.   Mayor Wolfe added that Alan Gresham from LCHS has spoken to the Board and will be contacted if the subject of the TIF and feeder roads comes before the board for discussion again.

Public Works Superintendent, John Hawksworth reviewed the Public Works monthly report.  Again most hours have been spent on plowing and salting and cleaning up after the snow storms.  Employees have also been doing maintenance of equipment.  He also announced the monthly curbside pickups will start up again on Monday, March 28, 2011.  Resident are asked to call the public works office, 633-2054, and leave a name, address, phone number, and items to be picked up.  No more than three (3) items per month.  Pickups are done the last Monday of every month thru November, weather permitting.  Residents are also asked to have the items to the curb by 6:00 am. 

Police Chief, Brian Fengel reviewed the police department monthly report.  He reported that 40 tickets were issued during the last Snow Ban for a total so far this year of 127 tickets.  Citizens were given notice via Blackboard Connect and the news media stations.   He also stated that several arrest have been made in connection with the Parks.  Anyone that sees anything out of the ordinary should call 911 and an officer will respond.   The Board encourages residents to call and help keep vandalism in our parks down.

Mr. Jeff Braum addressed the Board for Fire Chief Mike Cheatham.  The fire department had nine (9) fire calls and thirty-two (32) rescue calls for a total of forty-one (41) call for the month of February.   Also included in the report were biographies of two firefighters, Mr. Drew Zachman and Mr. Bradley Flessner.   Both have received awards, Mr. Zachman, Bartonville Firefighter of the Year, 2009, and Mr. Flessner, Peoria Jaycees “Outstanding Young Rescue Professional” and IL. American Fitness Bench Press, 1st. Place award.  Both have been certified in various areas of firefighting.
