Mayor Wolfe called the November 10, 2011 Village Board meeting to order with roll call at 6:00 pm.

Visitors
Ms. Mattie Sutton, 30 S. 2nd St. Pekin, IL. addressed the Board of Trustees asking for approval to continue her work raising the head stones in the cemeteries located in the Industrial Park, formally the State Hospital.  She needs to obtain a permit per the Illinois Historical Society and this requires a letter of approval from the Village.   Ms. Sutton and a small group are volunteering their time doing this.  She will contact he Clerk’s office concerning the letter.  The Public Works Department  
will haul in some of the dirt that is needed.  At some point she may ask for help from the Village concerning a monument for the unregistered cemetery she believes is the children’s cemetery.  The Trustees commended her efforts.  Trustee Ricca asked for the paper work from the State of Illinois concerning the cemeteries going back eight years ago.  

Joshua McAfee, 10805 Sunset Office, Suite 300, Saint Louis, Mo. 63127, addressed the Board concerning property in the TIF.  He has expressed an interest in becoming a partner with Save the Bowen, Inc.  He hopes to help rehabilitate the building and bring something back to the community.  He has attended a meeting with the Mayor and Village Attorney Bill Streeter and has been informed of the past history on the property.  Mr. McAfee stated he was only attending the Board meeting tonight to establish a relationship with the Board and to attend a committee meeting at a later date.   An EDC, Finance, and Public Works Joint Committee Meeting was set for Tuesday, November 29, 2011 5:00 pm. 


Mr. Tom Houzenga, LGSA addressed the Board concerning the request for the storage unit at Alpha Park.

Public Works Superintendent, John Hawksworth reviewed the Public Works monthly report.	
Mayor commented on the Broadmore Heights project.   This area is now finished and the comments from the residents have all been very favorable.   Trustee Ricca wanted to clarify that the No Parking signs are up in the area and have been for some time.   Superintendent Hawksworth informed the Board they were ready for the winter months with salt.   Department has worked to keep the leaves out of the storm sewers and reminded the residents it is against the Village Ordinance to blow or rake leaves into the streets.  It is also against the ordinance to burn in the streets and anyone doing so will be ticketed.   He has met with Mr. Stone concerning directional signs at Pfieffer Road and Rt. 24.  Mr. Stone plans three (3), one (1) being double sided temporary signs.   Committee will meet again with information on purchasing new directional signs for the businesses in the TIF.  This will need to go out for bids.  

Chief Brian Fengel reviewed the police department monthly report.   He thanked JFL for doing a great job on the Haunted House.  His comments were that they did what they were supposed to do and had all the volunteers and safety measures in place.   This event took many volunteers and many hours of work, but was very well received by the public.   He also thanked other agencies for donating their time, especially Fondulac Park District and East Peoria.  Chief Fengel also informed the Board the Bartonville Police Department received a grant for bullet proof vest.  The grant was for nearly $5000.00 to buy new vests for the police officers.  This will make sure all vests are up to date with current standards. He also restated that tickets will be issued to anyone parking on the roads in Broadmore Heights.  

Fire Chief Mike Cheatham reviewed the Fire Department monthly report.  There were five (5) fire calls and thirty-eight (38) rescue calls for the month of October for a total of forty-three (43) calls.  He also complimented the JFL on the Haunted House.  Many volunteer hours by the fire department were also donated to the event.  Chief Cheatham reminded all residents it is time to change batteries in smoke detectors and CO2 detectors, and to check chimneys. 

Chief Cheatham discussed the Illinois American Water Co. expenditures received for Fire House #2.   IAWC sent a letter to the village concerning the gallons amount used for the month of October.  A history of gallons used starting in June of 2010 thru October 2011 was given to the Public Works Department, Chief Cheatham and the Board members for review prior to the Board Meeting.  In October, 2011, 40,500 gallons were used and a new meter had been installed previously.  John Hawksworth has also checked for water leaks inside and out and to date has not found any.  Chief Cheatham will do some checking in the building himself, but said he has no idea why the gallon amount has been increasing.  

Village Engineer, Pat Meyer addressed the Board and commented on the Broadmore Heights project and the Pfieffer Road project.  Both are finished and the Board should start reviewing the project for next fiscal year budget.  He then explained to the Board the resolution concerning the Village participation in the Regional Stormwater Plan.  Peoria County has received grant funds for 
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The Regional Stormwater Plan.  This grant has a local match by participating municipalities of 45% which is $3,097.27 for the Village of Bartonville.   
Trustee Ricca asked Mr. Meyer why the discussion came about from the Department of Labor concerning the work being done by volunteers of the LGSA organization at Alpha Park.  Pat had attended a conference and the subject of volunteer labor had been discussed at length.  Gene Sanders has not yet received his letter from the Department, however Tom Houzenga will send to the clerk’s office prevailing wage sheets when work begins.

Mayor pulled item 4. Sales Tax increase from the agenda until the December meeting.  Discussion on the increase for approval concerns the Village share of the Sales Tax that is currently 1% and will be presented to the Board as an increase of .50% for a total of 1.5%.  An Ordinance or Resolution will need to be established and a certified copy filed with the Department of Labor before April 1, 2012.  The Department will administer the tax on July 1, 2012.  The Board was reminded that the State of Illinois pay out of Sales Tax is always two months behind.  Mayor stated more businesses and residents had told her they would rather have her raise the sales tax than the dollar amount of the levy.   

Mayor read a Proclamation declaring Sunday, November 6, 2011 as “Limestone Unites to Honor Own” Day.  This is in conjunction with Limestone Township.

Trustee Ricca and Betson moved for approval of a pay increase for Lee Kuhlman, $200.00 for the period through November 10, 2011 thru April 30, 2012.

Trustee Ricca commented that Mr. Kuhlman, is the ordinance officer and does a great job for the Village and recoups more than the pay increase for the Village with fines being paid.  He has also helped to keep the Village more attractive by effectively keeping the weeds, junk vehicles, and trash down within Village limits.  

Trustee Ricca stated the finance committee has met and will keep the tax levy dollar amount the same as last year, $768,313.00.  Mr. Streeter was given this amount to begin the Ordinance for the Board to pass at the December Board meeting.
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Trustees Ricca and Hoopingarner moved for approval to direct the Village Attorney to begin procedure to acquire the Dining Hall Property.
Discussion followed with Trustee Ricca informing the Board that there has been no attempt to pay off the $217,830.26 lien on this property.   Mr. McAfee addressed the Board again and would like to meet with the committee prior to any action being taken concerning the procedure to acquire the property.  He stated with his plans they could need the parking area.   

Trustees Ricca and Hoopingarner then amended the motion to direct the Attorney to begin procedure to acquire the Dining Hall Property, but to wait until after the joint committee meeting with Mr. McAfee on November 29, 2011, then Trustee Ricca will contact the Attorney.
